Control Powdery Mildew ?

We've read articles by others who have had excellent results from

using bicarbonates and horticultural oils for controlling mildew on plants.
(R.K. Horst, "Powdery and Downy Mildews"; National Gardening May/June
'92, pp.1821) One of our favorite remedies is to use one tablespoon of baking
soda to one gallon of water and spray it directly on the leaves and other parts
of the affected plant. Weekly spraying thereafter, as long as weather and
climate conditions prevail, should keep your zinnias mildew free! Cultivating
where and in a way the stems, leaves and blooms get plenty of air and direct
sunlight help prevent the problem as well. This solution won't hurt the bees
or birds or frogs that do their work or make their home in your gardens!

The summer of '99 was especially hot and humid in rtichigan. The threat
of powdery mildew and rust infection came very early in the season. If you
are unable to control the environment with the more natural methods men-
tioned above, you may want to buy IMMUNOX multipurpose fungicide spray
concentrate by Spectracide. We've found it to be immediately effective when
used according to label instructions. You can only use it a total of six times,
once every two weeks, for 12 weeks, and the warning on the label stated it
could be harmful to fish; so avoid using the product around back yard ponds
or other natural waterways So begin treatment early if symptoms appear and
you seem unable to stem the fungus tide in the garden by natural means.
